Guidance notes for candidates

Commitment 

There is a commitment for learners to attend a 10 days training and assessment programme, ie attendance on initial training days 1 – 8, prior to assessment on days 9 and 10.  Should you miss any of these days you will need to do them on a future Level 2 course.  This could also impact on your assessment date.  If you withdraw from the course, please see under Transfer below.
Programme of Learning

As part of the learning process, you will be asked to participate in theory and practical sessions.  The course will contain a variety of learning styles, audio, visual and practical to assist your learning.  Furthermore, you will be asked to complete a portfolio of theory tasks prior to certification, all of which are achievable within the initial course of training.
A 10 day programme including assessment dates will be issued to Level 2 candidates.  Some parts may be rescheduled depending on circumstances (eg weather, attendee numbers etc, which the tutor will advise you of on the course).

Physical or Learning Difficulties

You are reminded that if you have any physical or learning difficulties, candidates should contact Devon FA as additional support could be considered.

Equipment required

Candidates should bring to ALL sessions, pen, notebook, ample refreshments.  Please bring layers of suitable clothing and practical playing kit for the outdoor pitch facilities. For the 3G you will need boots (not blades), shin pads, wet weather kit.

Pre-requisites

Candidates are required to hold valid and current Safeguarding Children and Emergency First Aid certificates.  If these are already held, then you do not need to attend this part of the course.  For those without these qualifications or who need to renew, dates of available workshops will be provided to you on day 1 of your initial training.  Candidates will not be certificated after assessment until all these pre-requisites are obtained.
Candidates are also required to complete the Online Laws of the Game Module.

Attendance

Candidates do need to attend every module of the course. Permission to leave early on, or miss, any day, for football commitments will not be granted. 

Transfer to another course

If a candidate on a Level 2 course withdraws before the end of the course for personal reasons, we will transfer to a future course, room permitting, but a transfer fee of £50 will be payable.
